Title 18, United States Code (U.S.C.), (Section) §2422(a) makes it a crime for someone to entice or coerce a child to travel in interstate commerce to engage in child sexual activity or prostitution. Title 18, U.S.C., §2422(b) makes it a crime to use an interstate facility (computer, Internet Service Provider) to entice or coerce a child to engage in child sexual activity or prostitution and no travel needs to occur by either the victim or subject. Title 18, U.S.C., §2423 (a) makes it a crime for someone to transport a child in interstate commerce with the intent that the child engage in sexual activity. Title 18, U.S.C., §2423 (b) makes it a crime for someone to travel interstate for the purpose of engaging in sex with a child.
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Katie’s thoughts, after the assault:

“I was cooperating with the police because my parents wanted me to, but I was only pretending to agree that a serious crime had taken place.  In my mind, Mark was still my best friend, the one I had trusted.  And despite everything, I still wanted to trust him.  What occurred in that hotel room lasted a few minutes.  It didn’t wipe out the last six months or everything we had together.  I still wanted to call him up.”

6 months after the assault:

“I missed Mark.  And if this crisis had been about anything else, I would have turned to him for support, as I had in the past.  I missed hearing his voice late at night.  I missed the notes on the Internet.  He would have made me laugh.  He would be the one making me feel loved.  And I was convinced that since I still thought about him in the same way, he must also be feeling the same.  It didn’t matter much that he had openly lied about his age or name, I just wanted Mark back.  I wanted to feel again the way he had made me feel when we were close.”

One year after the assault:

“Gradually, the man who had been my friend, who had listened to me and cared for me so deeply, was fading from view.  He was being replaced by the image of a manipulative, porn-obsessed, child molester named Frank Kufrovich.  This was not my Mark.  But he was the one who created Mark.  I wondered if Mark represented the good man that this Frank had hoped he could be.  Mark was the positive one, but he wasn’t strong enough to overcome Frank’s sickness.  Instead, he always ended up serving Frank.  I still liked Mark, but it seemed as if he only existed in my heart, and he was dying.  Frank was the reality, and I now began to call him by that name.”
